In 2001 the company increased its profits by 17 percent to £8.7 million and paid a dividend of £6 million to its American owners Gannett. The company has told union negotiators that last year it made £8.4 million – a profit of £23,000 per day. Yet graduate trainees start on as little as £12,000 and journalists with all their professional qualifications start on £15,000.

I hope you will agree that it is regrettable that such a profitable firm sends its earnings to the USA rather than investing in its staff in West Yorkshire. In 2002 Gannett made a world wide profit of more than $1.1 billion.
